	· Explore movement in PE/outdoors.  Teacher ‘programs’ pupils to walk forward 3 steps.  Pupils follow or give directions in pairs.

· Pupils learn how to handle floor robot, switch on and off, clear memory.

· Estimation – how many steps will floor robot take to reach……? It takes 3 steps – where will it stop?

· Number – using number ladder floor robot starts at Number 1 and takes 2 steps, where will it stop?

· Play based learning/WAU – use to reinforce theme/topic work eg. My Home, Myself, Minibeasts.  Link to stories

Play Based Learning suggestion – Small World – Town mat and buildings, explore movement of floor robot around town
